We promised to tell stories about people who were

hot, edgy and wonderfully human and we delivered. We honoured our continuing commitment to hire local

artists and provide them with greater opportunities and increased responsibilities.  They not only accepted the

challenge, they surpassed our expectations giving inspired performances that thrilled out audiences.

We are fortunate to have the trust of our audiences. They expect a world-class theatrical experience every time

they come to the Citadel.  Everyone involved, our actors, playwrights, directors, designers, stage

managers, musicans, technicans, staff and volunteers, embraces this mandate and it brings clarity to

everything we do.  We had 10,669 subscribers this year and 137,765 people attended 347 performances of

our 13 productions. 

We are particularly proud to have premiered three new Canadian plays by local playwrights, one in each of our

three series.  These exciting new plays received awards and accolades from critics and audiences alike, compelling

evidence our investment in play development continues to deliver outstanding results.

The Future 

We continue to see growth in several younger demographics

including a significant increase in subscribers to our KidsPlay

Series, our Students Club for Junior and Senior High School

students and our Club Friday program for 18 – 29 year olds.  

Our annual teen festival TEENS @ THE TURN, and TEST DRIVE, a play reading festival, are further proof of

our commitment to the development and presentation of work by local playwrights.  Both grew significantly

in 2004/05 and attracted increased participation.

The Eldon and Anne Foote Theatre School continued to offer high quality training programs to aspiring actors

of all ages and students from the school were involved in several of our productions.

Community

Use of our theatre complex reached an all-time high nearing capacity on many occasions.  A wide variety of

arts organizations, not-for-profit groups, citizens and corporate partners used our theatres, lobbies and

meeting rooms.  With the Jubilee Auditorium closed for renovations, we were home to the Edmonton Opera's

The Emperor of Altantis and Sulyma Production's The Nutcracker, A Ballet Fantasy.   A number of events during

the Jazz Festival were held at the Citadel.

The Citadel is an award-winning, architectural landmark in downtown Edmonton, but it is so much more than

just a collection of bricks and glass. As an anchor in the Arts District, we have an enormous impact on the

economic and cultural well-being of our community.  We are grateful to our patrons, funders, donors, partners

and suppliers.
